Principles

* Location
— Along 2 imaginary lines connecting end zone
dots
— Never, ever on a line - pick a side
— Determined immediately at the whistle
— May be influenced by actions during a stoppage

» Last play faceoff unless
— Stoppage caused by team in their attacking zone
— Territorial advantage gained by offending team
— Specifically covered elsewhere in rulebook

« “Last play” means last legally touched

— Not completed
— High stick w/ pulled goaltender (neutral zone)

* Hand pass
— Completed
— Not completed

» Deliberate offside

* Simultaneous penalty and icing

* Coincidental penalties
